TELECONFERENCE FROM PORTLAND STATE OFFICE BUILDING
( 1)  Call to Order

Chair William Elliott called the meeting to order at 2:04 p.m.

( 2)  Introductions

Board members Don Haagensen, Barbara Seymour, Vera Simonton, and Steve Macnab were present by conferencing. Portland staff members physically present was Vicki McConnell, and Gary Lynch and Dawn Marshall from MLRR called in.


There was no audience present.

( 3)  Review and Approval of Revised OAR 632-030-0022 

Gary Lynch said that the rules up for adoption today are permanent rules to implement the temporary rules that were filed August 2, 2005. All of the notification process was adhered to with key legislators, all permittees and the Secretary of State's Bulletin. A public hearing was held November 3, 2005 to receive public comment; no one attended besides Gary. The comment period remained open until November 10, 2005 and no comments were received. Lynch said the motion should address making permanent what is currently temporary, and MLRR has until January 30, 2006 to file the permanent rules. 

A question was raised by Haagensen. He said when the temporary rule was adopted, at the Board's suggestion, the effective July 27, 2005 date was put in as a heads up to the industry that that's when the rule went into being. Does that date need to be include any longer, or simply say the annual fee for an operating permit is [$$$], and leave off the July 27, 2005 date because it is 6 months past that? This is listed under Section 2 (a). 

After Board discussion, it was decided the effective date should be removed. Even though some permittees haven't been through a full year fee cycle, all have been notified of the fee increase. 


MOTION:  Haagensen moved and Seymour seconded that the Board adopt the proposed rule changes to Division 30 in 632-030-0022, dated August, 2005, with the deletion of the phrase "effective July 27, 2005" so that subsection 2 (a) begins "The annual fee ……". 
Motion passed unanimously.

McConnell said that the agency will be speaking at the next Board meeting that there will be other rules that will need to be implemented for both this statute and for the other statutes for MLRR.

( 4)  Setting of time and place of next Governing Board meeting.

The next Board meeting will be February 7, 2006 at 8:30 a.m. in DOGAMI's conference room. An Executive Session may need to be held prior to the public meeting that day regarding a contested case hearing.
( 5)  Public Comment.

There was none.

Steve Macnab asked about the February 6th Landslide Forum, to which the Board has been invited. McConnell said the Forum location has been moved to Salem from Portland, and an agenda will come out in early January.
